I greet 
you today from the North 
Country.  I can look out the 
window and see Canada.  
Let’s continue to pray for 
each other that our summer 
experience will refresh us. 

Sometime ago, our reading presented Jesus as chal-
lenging the Apostles to give the people something to 
eat.  The Gospel story teaches that Jesus meets the 
most basic human need with generosity and compas-
sion.  God really cares about His people. 

We need to commit ourselves to share with others, and 
to work with God in communicating His compassion.  It 
is too easy to blame God, Governments.  Too easy to 
see these things as other people’s problems.  All of us 
need to be encouraged to share even when we think we 
have nothing to offer.  Whatever we offer through Jesus 
will have a life-giving effect for those who receive it.  We 
are shown two attitudes - the situation is hopeless, noth-
ing can be done, or, I’ll see what I can do, and I will trust 
Jesus to do the rest (a better attitude). 

God blesses those who share their talents with loving 
commitment.  Mother Theresa went to serve Calcutta 
with just twenty cents and 49 years later she had 80 
schools, 300 mobile dispensaries, 70 leprosy clinics, 30 
homes for the dying, 30 homes for abandoned children, 
and 40,000 volunteers. 

We might say we don’t have enough money and talent 
to make any difference.  We all have something, if we 
have never trusted God with our time.  Talent or our 
resources—this is the time to start. 

Let us offer ourselves whatever we have to God, saying 
here is what I have Lord—use it.  He will bless it and 
amplify it beyond our expectations.  When we give what 
we have to God, and we ask him to bless it, it is when 
the miracle happens. 

Carry on.

The Church of Migration - 2009 
————————————————————————

“Catholic teaching has a long and rich tradition in de-
fending the right to migrate.  Based on the life and 
teachings of Jesus, the Church’s teaching has pro-
vided the basis for the development of basic princi-
ples regarding the right to migrate for those attempt-
ing to exercise their God-given human rights.  Catho-
lic teaching also states that the root causes of migra-
tion –poverty, injustice, religious intolerance, armed 
conflicts—must be addressed so that migrants can 
remain in their homeland and support their families… 
39.  The Church recognizes the right of sovereign 
state to control its borders in furtherance of the com-
mon good.  It also recognizes the right of human per-
sons to migrate so that they can realize their God –
given rights.  These teachings complement each 
other.  While the sovereign state may impose reason-
able limits on immigration, the common good is not 
served when the basic human rights of the individual 
are violated.  In the current condition of the world, in 
which global poverty and persecution are rampant, 
the presumption is that persons must migrate in order 
to support and protect themselves and that nations 
who are able to receive them should do so whenever 
possible.”

P.L.A.N.  to Be Prepared! 

First Step, “Prepare”
Preparing begins by talking with your families, households, commu-
nities and parishioners about how to plan for emergencies (which 
may include floods, blizzards, terrorist attacks, or disease out-
breaks such as pandemic influenza).  
Here are questions to help you prepare: 
Do you have a family emergency plan? 
Do you have a “go bag” packed with emergency supplies that you 

can grab and take with you quickly? 
Do you have an emergency supply of medical equipment for those 

individuals with special needs? 
Do you know the phone numbers for all your family members in 

case of emergency? 
Do you have a backup of these phone numbers in your wallet or 

purse?
Do you have an out-of-town contact who may assist in reuniting 

family, sending essential materials, or provide a safe place for 
you and your family?

Do you know the phone numbers of your physician, pharmacist, 
medical insurance company, homeowners’ insurance company, 
employer, school, religious leader/organization, local Red Cross 
(845-358-0833), local police department, and local hospital? 

Next Step, “Listen”
Before an emergency: Inform yourself about preparedness activi-
ties and get updates of potential threats by visiting: 
www.rocklandgov.com/Fire/emergency.htm 
During an emergency:
The Rockland County Department of Health will keep residents 
informed through: 
The county website www.rocklandgov.com 
The NY State Health Department web site www.nyhealth.gov 
Rockland County's Resident Information Station at 1640AM  
The automated Rockland Residents Info Service 845-364-8990  
InfoRock at 845-364-2020 or www.informationrockland.com  

Third Step, “ Act”
Act upon your plans. Some suggestions include: 
�•�� Practice your plans with your family and community. 
�•�� Make changes in your plan as needed. 
�•�� Check your emergency kits and rotate your supplies to make 
sure they are not expired. 
�•�� Continue to add emergency supplies to your “go bags” and 
and customize them to better fit the needs of your family members 
and communities. 
Take a CPR course through a community organization, or local 
chapter of the American Red Cross. (www.redcross.org/) 

Finally, Right “ Now” 
Plan ahead!Individuals should start planning for what they will 
do if children are dismissed from school (check your local school 
district emergency plan), if public transportation is interrupted, or if 
a family member becomes sick and needs care during a flu pan-
demic.  If you have pets, don’t forget to plan for them, too.
