Second Reading: Colossians 3:1-4 
Even though the resurrection of Christ has hap-
pened, there is still a big gap between earthly reali-
ties and heavenly ones. But Christ will close that 
gap when He returns. 
 
Gospel: John 20:1-9 
The discovery of the empty tomb along with the 
positioning of the grave clothing shows that the 
body of Jesus had not been stolen. Both facts en-
dorse the Easter faith. Only later will the disciples 
and we understand the meaning of both.
