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Onomatopoeia. I know it sounds like something best 
handled by the Center for Disease Control. As a 
matter of fact, the word is all about sound. It is a fig-
ure of speech in which a descriptive word sounds 
like the item it describes. So we have brooks that 
“babble” and steaks that “sizzle.” As a result of its 
use, the subject matter is better understood and ap-
preciated. You can almost hear that steak on the 
grill. 
 

Today the gospel uses such a word when it de-
scribes the crowd after listening to Jesus’ startling 
announcement about Himself as bread when it re-
cords that “the Jews murmured.” “Murmur” sounds 
like what it is: a complaint expressed in low vocal 
tones; a grumble. 
 

Why did the people murmur? The gospel gives us 
two reasons. First, the people knew Our Lord’s ori-
gins. His earthly parents were most likely their 
neighbors. They were likely friendly with some of 
Our Lord’s cousins. Second, they presumed that no 
local boy they knew about should ever put on airs or 
otherwise dare to speak about Himself as Jesus did 
that day. “Bread from heaven?” So they murmured. 
Of course, Jesus heard them and ordered them to 
stop their noise. 
 

He went on to tell them that God is here and now 
providing them with an entirely new kind of food, so 
much greater than the manna which He gave their 
ancestors in the desert. They had such food, but 
they still died. This new food, His own Body, would 
see them through this life and into the next. 
 

Here we are, some twenty-one centuries later, on a 
summer weekend presuming on our divine Host to 
feed us this same miraculous food. We believe that 
the tiny host and the sip of wine are what Jesus said 
they are. We agree with St. Paul that the Holy Spirit 
has enlightened our minds and hearts enough for us 
to say “I believe.” That we dare not forget, even if 
habit dulls our memories. 
 

We have to remember invisible realities in this visual 
age, especially when we know about computerized 
trickery that fools our eyes watching movies or play-
ing video games. There is an unseen world beyond 
our senses more real than we think. We need to re-
member because, combined with the familiarity that 
develops over the years, we can become blase 
about the Most Holy Eucharist, the Mass. When we 
see the tender awe in the eyes of the First Commun-
ion classes in our parishes, their sense of wonder at 
full power, it is a gift and a remedy for any adult in-
difference we might have on a Sunday morning. 
 

Summer is a good time to slow down the rush that 
dictates the pace of our days. We have an annual 
time to re-appreciate what the Lord has given us. No 
less than Himself, with all that means. We remem-
ber what Jesus said that day and what His Catholic 
Church echoes, and we are glad all over again. To 
me, that sounds a lot like “belief relief.” Onomato-
poeia? Maybe. Alleluia for sure.
