First Reading: Amos 7:12-15

Amaziah’s contempt for Amos is obvious as the
reader receives some biographical details of God’s
chosen prophet. Amos makes his claim for divine
backing.

Second Reading: Ephesians 1:3-14, or 1:3-10
Paul begins his letter with a solemn blessing and
then urges his readers, as new converts, to see the
deeper meaning of their baptism.

Gospel: Mark 6:7-13

Jesus gives His newly-formed pairs of missionaries
their “marching orders”. They are to travel light, de-
pending always on God as they work.
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Healing Power of Jesus

In today's Gospel, we continue to
Cpagfm o Degl hear Mark report the miraculous
C e healings that Jesus performed in
\& Galilee. The Gospel begins with
Jesus healing a man with leprosy. Leprosy is a dis-
figuring, infectious skin disease that has been sur-
rounded by many social and religious taboos
throughout history. In 1873, the cause of leprosy,
also known as Hansen's disease, was identified. We
now know that leprosy is caused by a bacterial in-
fection. Although it is infectious, modern medical
studies have shown that transmission is more diffi-
cult than previously thought. Since the 1940s, medi-
cal treatments have been available, and the patient
no longer needs to be isolated once long-term treat-
ment has begun.

In Jesus' time, however, religious and social taboos
dictated the behavior of those with leprosy and other
skin diseases. The Law of Moses provided for the
examination of skin diseases by the priests, and if
leprosy was identified, the person was declared un-
clean. People with leprosy lived in isolation from the
community. They were instructed to rip their clothes
and to announce their presence with loud cries
when moving in the community. If the sores of lep-
rosy healed, the Law of Moses provided a purifica-
tion rite that permitted the person to return to the
community.

In today's Gospel, the man with leprosy took the ini-
tiative, approaching Jesus and asking for healing. In
doing so, the leper violated the religious customs of
the day by approaching a person who was clean.
His request to Jesus can be interpreted as a coura-
geous and daring act. The confidence of the leper in
Jesus' ability to heal him is evident in the words of
his request. But his words can also be read as a
challenge to Jesus, asking just how far Jesus was
willing to extend himself in order to heal someone.
While healing the man, Jesus touched him, which
also violated established social norms. This is an
important sign of the depth of Jesus' compassion for
the man and an important statement about Jesus'
interpretation of the Law of Moses.

Although Jesus touched the leper, he did not break
completely with the Law of Moses. He instructed the
man not to tell anyone about the cure and told him
to present himself to the priests as prescribed by the
Law of Moses. The first instruction sounds nearly
impossible to honor. Certainly, the man would want
to share the good news of his healing, and his quick
improvement would require an explanation. The sec-

ond instruction honors the Law of Moses.

Mark's Gospel tells us that after this healing, it be-
came difficult for Jesus to travel freely. There are
several possible explanations for this. There might
have been concern about the repercussions of Je-
sus' breach of social and religious norms. In touch-
ing the man with leprosy, Jesus made himself un-
clean. Mark's narrative, however, leads to the con-
clusion that Jesus' movement was hampered by his
popularity. Despite his instructions, the cured man
spread the word about Jesus' healing power. Even
when Jesus was in deserted places, people sought
him out in search of his healing.
